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Kristen Parrino, Robin Snyder, and 
Johanna Wasser hit the road in June 
to present the Social-Emotional 
Pyramid’s model to professionals and 
caregivers in Delta and Gunnison. 
Yes, our very own local teachers are 
at the head of the class, sharing 
principles, techniques, and the real-
world nitty gritty implementing these 
latest educational tools. Often 
speaking to groups of 35 or more, the 
team had a receptive audience, and 
received praise for their work.  

In addition, the second round of 
parent workshops here in Norwood 
just wrapped up. Eight more families 
are already benefiting from Tucker 
Turtle and his Solution Ring, positive 
alternatives, and daily picture 
schedules. The workshop participants 
were so inspired, they are starting up 
a quarterly parent round table to 
continue the exchange and support 
among parents and teachers alike.

The Prime Time ELC currently has room for 4-8 infants, Mon.-Fri. Daily fees range 
from $22 to $35, as tuition assistance is available.  

The toddlers fill the infant & toddler rooms Mon.-Thurs., but 6-8 of these kids will be 
“moving up” once Preschool starts this fall. Fees for toddlers are $20-$30 a day.  

Breakfast and snacks are included. The center will be given ITERs & ECRs ratings 
next month, as the Qualistar rating expires. Use of the Creative Curriculum (centers-
based activities), Am. Sign Language for pre-verbal children, and Social/Emotional 
Pyramid Plus make it the best experience it can be.
